	TIPS TO SUCCESSFUL REVISION

Have a plan.

Get a diary and count the days before any of your examinations start (do not count any days with events you have to attend e.g. birthday) 
Divide the number of days by your number of examination subjects– you now know how many days you have for each subject.  
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List a subject and its topics. 
Number each topic in order of difficulty. 
Now divide the number of topics according to the number of days you have to revise that subject- if you start revising with the most difficult you get them out of the way at the beginning. It means that it can only get easier as you work!

Sitting comfortably?
Don’t ‘lounge around’. Lying on your bed with books propped up on pillows isn’t going to work - you can’t write properly like this anyway. Sit in a proper chair and use a desk or table. 
If you can’t find an appropriate place at home, try the local library - or even come into school. 
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Revision is not ‘reading’

Don’t just read through your notes, do something.

· Highlight, underline.
· Put important terms onto index cards or Post-It notes to carry or stick around you. 

· Use rhymes; mime, tape-record yourself reciting information.
· Teach a relative or friend. 

· Draw diagrams, spider’s web
